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	Primary Aims: 1. To get students to practice conversation

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	Before you start, write “Always,” “Usually,” “Often,” “Sometimes,” “Seldom,” “Rarely,” and “Never” on the whiteboard.  As an option, you can also write a percentage next to each adverb. Always: 100%, Usually: 99%-80%, Often: 80%-60%, Sometimes: 60%-30%, Seldom: 30%-10%, Rarely: 20%-1%, and Never: 0%.  
Tell students what activities you do. “I always drink coffee in the morning.” “I sometimes go to the movies.” “I have never been to Chiang Mai.”

Elicit a few actions from the students and write these on the board. Don’t let them use only one word. Have them use complete sentences.

	This is to set in motion what the target language will be. The percentages refer to how often something will happen if this adverb is used.  The percentages are only there to give the students an idea of how often something occurs.
This should give students a good perspective with using adverbs of frequency.
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	Hand out the worksheet and ask students to complete the grid. Monitor this activity.

Ask a few students (choose those who have accurately completed the grid) to share a few of their answers.

Arrange students into groups or teams. They may choose a team name. Write these on the board. Have the “teams” exchange their grids. Tell the students they are to find at least two other students from the grids who share the same activity and frequency. The students at the end of this activity should have at least 12 different combinations.
Set a time limit and ask each team a random question pertaining to the grid. “Who usually goes shopping on Saturdays?”  You should get an idea for questioning during the monitoring. “Pai and Nut usually go shopping on Saturdays.” Though this is not a grammar lesson, elicit answers in 3rd person. Points are awarded to teams that answer correctly in sentences, not single words.  Finish the class in this manner.
	In my experience, students enjoy having teams and competing with each other.

Setting a time limit for answers will prevent slowing the class and boring the rest. The points are up to you. I usually have a 2-point/1-point system. 2-points awarded for correct answers, 1-point if they at least try. Nobody loses for trying. Using “team” activities gets the students actively involved with the target language. Even those who “rarely” say anything like to compete, and do open up. Nothing beats positive reinforcement.
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
