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	Materials Required: Various shaped objects

	Subject Area: Describing objects
	Topic: What is it?

	Primary Aims: 1. To get students to question about and describe objects.
                           2. Personalize the lesson content and relating it to everyday objects

                           3. To practice conversation



	Secondary Aims: 1. Have students practice “Is it…” form of questioning
                               2. Students to use, “Does it and can it…” type of questioning.
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	Prior to class the teacher must gather everyday objects and place these in a bag. The objects can include items from your desk, briefcase, or may include food items! It is up to you, however, for this lesson plan to work, it is important you have 5-8 items which the students can identify.
Write words on the blackboard which can be used to describe items in your bag. These can be adjectives such as, “Small, black, square, round, etc…” Eight should suffice. Point to each word and ask the students if they can tell you about an object for each adjective. “A ball is round.” “A box is square.” Do not accept single words, such as “Ball,” when pointing to words on the board.

Hand out the worksheet and have students work individually or in pairs and monitor. At this point it is up to you regarding pairs, since the language focus will occur in the next area of this lesson.
	To engage students to begin using adjectives when describing objects. This can also get students to begin thinking about the focus of this lesson.
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	Elicit answers from students.

Handout worksheet #2. Tell students they will be detectives, and by questioning you, they will be able to solve what’s in the bag. The worksheet is for them to take notes as the activity progresses.

Draw attention to your bad of “goodies,” (by this time they may be wondering what’s in the bag). Tell the students you have 6 items (whatever amount you may have) in the bag, and it is their job to ask you questions about them.  Either assign groups/teams, or allow the students to choose which group or team they want to be in. Make sure the groups are as equal in number as possible. Starting with group one, have them ask you a question about what shape, color or size object one is. “Is it red?” “Is it square?”  “Does it have hands?” “Can you wear it?” Each group can continue asking one question at a time, until they have an incorrect response from you. Follow in the same manner for each group of students. For each correct guess, they receive one point. For correctly guessing what the item is, they get 5 points. The class should be taking notes on their worksheet.
Review and summarize with the students.

OPTION TO THE ABOVE

Choose a few students to elicit the answers instead of you!


	This will give the students a perceived sense of freedom in choosing their own group or team. Students enjoy activities where points and a sense of competition are involved. While the students think it’s fun, they are actually using the target language and vocabulary.
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
