Subordinate Clauses:

A Subordinate Clausesor Dependent Clausecontains a
subject and a predicate but cannot stand alone.

This type of clause must be used with a main clause In
order to make sense.

It usually begins with aSubordinating Conjunction,
such as: after, although, as, as if, because, if, since, so
that, than, unless, until, when, wherer while.

A Relative Pronounsuch as: who, whose, whom, which,
that, or what

Or a Relative Adverb such as: when, wherepr why.

Adjective Clause:

An Adjective Clauseis asubordinate clauséhat modifies
anoun or pronoun.

Remember that aSubordinate Clausecontains a subject
and verb but cannot stand alone.

An Adjective Clauseusually begins with aRelative
Pronoun, such as: who, whom, whose, thaand which.

AntAdjective Clausemay also begin with aSubordinating
Conjunction, such as: Whereor \When

An Essential Adjective Clausas an adjective clause that
cannot be omitted from a sentence without changing the
meaning.

A Nonessential Adjective Clausean be omitted from a
sentence, and the meaning of the sentence will remain tl
same.
