Adverbs:

An Adverb modifies, or describes, a verb, an adjective, or
another adverb .

Jennifer smiled broadly at the audience. (modifies verb)

The first-place medal went to a very worthy contestant.
(modifies adj.)

The conversation ended rather abruptly. (modifies adv.)

An Adverb that modifies a verb may appear in different
posItions In a sentence.

An Adverb that modifies an adjective or another adverb
almost always appears in front of the word it modifies
Cai I1s an unusually good skater.



Adverbs:

An Adverb tells how, when, or where about the word it
modifies.

Chan happily plays ball. (The Adverb happily tells how Chan
plays ball)

Often the team travels on a bus. (The Adverb often tells
when the team travels)

My sister ran downstairs. (The Adverb downstairs tells
where my sister ran.)




Adverbs:

Most, but not all, words that end in —ly are Adverbs.
This type of Adverb is usually formed by adding —ly to
the end of an adjective.

Adj.A Graceful Adv. A Gracefully
Adj.A Painful Adv. A Painfully

However, not all words that end in —ly are Adverbs. The
words friendly, lively, kindly, and lonely are usually
adjectives.

Similarly, not all' Adverbs end in—ly. Some Adveros
that do not end In —ly are: soon, after, now, later, hard,
not, fast, often, today, always, long, straight, very, and
here.
