	Activity # and timing
	activity #1- song (20 min)
	

	
	What the teacher does
	What the students do

	pre–
	-writes the word “imagine” on the board and by asking the students what it makes them think of. 

-presents the topic by adding/singing the words “imagine all the people” (and more if the students don’t get that it is the song “Imagine” from “The Beatles”) and asks the students to share what they know/their opinion about The Beatles

-tells the students that they are going to listen to a song and that they will need to pay attention to the words in order to fill in the blanks on their work sheets

-distributes the sheets of paper with the incomplete lyrics of the song
	-listen to their peers/teacher and answer the teacher’s questions

	while–
	-plays the song twice (first time “The Beatles” version and second time the version from the movie “Across the Universe”) and asks the students to fill in the blanks on the handout with the lyrics of the song

-goes over the lyrics with the students and correct the students’ answers


	-listen to the song and fill in the blanks

-correct their answers as a whole group 



	post–
	-asks the students if they liked the song and invites them to discuss and reinvest their interpretation of the song


	-listen to their peers/teacher and answer to the teacher’s questions
